PANEL 4 - Lesson Learned/Appropriate Selection of BMPs 
Gerry Greene is a Principal Civil Engineer and Water Resources Control Specialist for the City of Downey located in the Los Angeles, San Gabriel and Los Cerritos Channel Watersheds.  In this position he has worked with over a thousand property owners in assisting the City of Downey to comply with strict state water quality regulations, mostly through the construction of infiltration-based systems ranging in size from a few cubic meters to over three-acre feet in volume.  As the City of Downey representative, Gerry Chairs the San Gabriel Watershed Management Area Committee and Executive Advisory Committee of Los Angeles County Municipal Storm Water Permittees.

Dr. Xavier Swamikannu advanced California's Storm Water Program to national prominence over two decades, while he served at the Water Board, Los Angeles Region. He was a member of the National Academy of Sciences committee that issued recommendations in 2009 for the USEPA to move forward on controlling storm water pollution.
